Psalms Reading Plan
July - August 2024

As we enter the summer months, we are returning
to the Book of Psalms and finishing it as part of our
reading plan. We will let the Psalms be our travel
companion as we go on vacations, enjoy the
summer days, and try to squeeze in some rest (or
busily occupy our kids with summer activities). May
you find rest in the words of the Psalmist as you
read and meditate on each Psalm in the coming two
months. As before, here are some pointers to guide
your readings.

e Whois God? What are the words/ metaphors
that the Psalmist uses to describe God?

o Read the psalm out loud a few times. Get a
sense of the emotions and feelings of the
author.

e Take one verse and incorporate it into your
prayer.

What are the Psalms (3.0)?

The Book of Psalms, as mentioned before, is a
collection of 150 poems written and composed by
various authors throughout the history of the
Israelites. These poems were collected and
arranged into 5 books, with each psalm capturing a
particular facet of life on earth. Things aren't always
smooth and bright. Life is complicated and is full of
challenges. As you read through the Psalm, you
soon realize that the Psalmists are real people. They
do not pretend all is well. They express their true
emotions of fear, anger, frustration, despair, and
even helplessness to God. They never shy away
from the difficulties of life. At the same time, you
would also notice that even the Psalms that begin
with utter frustration and hopelessness end with a
note of praise. The Psalmist and the people of God
are certain that though the world is broken and
things might feel like a mess, the truth remains
true. God remains just, sovereign and good. He is
the same yesterday, today and tomorrow. And
because of that, we can praise, and indeed, we
SHOULD praise. For He is good, His love endures
forever.
